ITEC 715: Final Project Grading Guidelines
Your final project must teach a subject of your choosing. Your final project should aim to take a typical learner approximately 10-15 minutes to complete. If you choose a topic that is relatively simple and self-contained, your entire course might be only 10-15 minutes long. Alternatively, if you choose to tackle a larger topic, you will choose 10-15 contiguous minutes of the course to turn in as your final project. For example, you may decide to turn in only modules 0, 1, and 2 of a 6 module, 1-hour-long course (or whatever number of modules gets you to 10-15 minutes of learner "seat time").

Additionally, as you can see from the grading guideline below, your course is expected to have certain elements, including stated learning objectives, graphics, navigation buttons or links, and numbered or bullet lists. You must use one of the two navigation styles covered in class—either: 1) Modules titles are permanently present as links in the left column of the screen, where learners can click any module title to go directly to its first page, or 2) there is no clickable list of modules in the left column, but instead, there is a Menu button or link on every page (just like there is a Back and Next button or link on every page). When the learner clicks Menu, your course will bring up a new page that lists all the modules, topics, and pages. Pages will be clickable so that the learner can click any one to go to it.
The text in your course must follow the class ID and writing style guidelines as covered in Week 1. See the slides at the class website; http://www.oldkingcole.com/itec715 if you need a refresher. There is also a useful checklist available there.
You must turn in the following:
· A folder containing your PowerPoint deck and all linked media (audio files and video files) if you are turning in your project as a PowerPoint deck. If you are turning in your project as an Adobe Presenter or Articulate Presenter-generated flash file, please create a folder just as you would if you were turning your course in as a PowerPoint deck, and then within that folder, create a subfolder called “build” and publish your course to the “build” subfolder. You will also need to turn in the source PowerPoint file.
· A completed ID Checklist (this is downloadable from the class website)

· A completed Page Type Variety Spreadsheet (a blank template is downloadable from the class website)
In addition, you will prepare and deliver a ~10 minute presentation to the rest of the class about your final project. At minimum, your presentation should cover the following points:

· Your course’s learning objectives

· A demo of your course’s major elements (e.g., show us how your course goes about achieving those objectives)
The Grading Guideline on the following page shows how many points each of the listed elements is worth.

Please note: It is more or less impossible to devise a simple, numerical formula that can accurately assess the quality and effectiveness of an e-learning course across all possible course designs. In any complex, creative work such as you will produce in this class, there is an artistic component that has to be judged subjectively. Therefore, the point-breakdown is a guide to your final grade, but your grade is not determined by these point totals. I will take these points into account, and they will help you understand where the strengths and weaknesses of your project lie, but the ultimate grade will be based on these points and my subjective judgment of the instructional efficacy of your final project.
