ITEC 745: Final Project Grading Guide
Your final project must teach a subject of your choosing. It must include the following:

· One “interactive interview” with at least two questions and answers and at least one image of the person the learner is interviewing. Note, this interview should use tables for layouts, similar to the in-class revision we covered, not the early version we did as a homework assignment.
· Two “text explore” activities, each with at least 3 clickable text items in the bullet list on the left

· Five multiple choice questions (one or two of the five can be True/False if you prefer) that support the learning objectives you have specified

You will most likely need additional pages for content presentation. These additional pages can be simple text and graphics pages, or they can be more complex at your discretion. For example, you could add additional interactive interview pages, or come up with new page-types such as “two-character dialog” or “fill in the blank.”
Your course pages should use tables for layout, and your design should be "page oriented," meaning all the pages are exactly the same height and width, and the pages do not require scrolling if the screen is big enough to fit the table.

Additionally, as you can see from the grading guideline below, your course is expected to have certain elements, including stated learning objectives, graphics, navigation buttons or links, and numbered or bullet lists. You must use one of the two navigation styles covered in class—either: 1) modules are permanently present in the left column of the screen, where learners can click any module to go directly to its first page, or 2) there is no clickable list of modules in the left column, but instead, there is a Menu button or link on every page (just like there is a Back and Next button or link on every page). When the learner clicks Menu, your course will bring up a new page that lists all the modules and topics that the learner can click to go to the start of that module or topic.
Do not make your whole course be Text with Graphic pages with the Text Explore and Quiz Question pages linked as supplementary material outside the flow of your course. Your instructional design aim should be to provide a variety of page types, integrated into a cohesive experience for the learner. Try not to have more than two (or three, max) of the same page type in a row in your course. Mix it up! This is the Web, not a PowerPoint presentation.
All pages in your e-learning course must be coded to adhere to the XHTML 1.0 Transitional standard, and all must pass the XHTML Validator at http://validator.w3.org/ without errors. This means, for example, that all images must have alt attributes, and all tags must be entered in lower case.

The text in your course must follow the class ID and writing style guidelines.

You must turn in the following:
· A simple text file containing your name and the URL to your course on the SFSU web server. This URL will begin http://userwww.sfsu.edu/~[your account name]/itec745/final_project/

· A copy of your CSS file

· A completed ID Checklist

In addition, you will prepare and deliver a ~10 minute presentation to the rest of the class about your final project. At minimum, your presentation should cover the following points:

· Your course’s learning objectives

· A demo of your course’s major elements (e.g., show us an interactive interview, a text explore, and an assessment question)

The Grading Guideline on the following page shows how many points each of the listed elements is worth.

Because it is impossible to foresee all possible errors, I reserve the right to adjust point totals up or down if you do something unexpectedly well or poorly. But the grading guide should give you a good basis for making decisions about your final project and will be followed if nothing unusual occurs. Good luck!
